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Each fall, as students begin the school year, and SquashBusters
stretches its legs to start programming, the sense that anything
is possible permeates the air. The fall of 2006 featured some
rousing starts: tryouts for the new sixth grade team brought an
invasion of gym classes from the Dearborn and Timilty schools;
our eighth graders arrived for their last year together before
heading off to high schools all over the city; our high school
team stormed the building as veterans of the program, with a
senior class that will be rst to graduate with seven uninterrupted
years as SquashBusters. As students begin their second semes-
ter of programming, they tell you, in their own words, what the

from the ATLAS program.
